4. Acheilidh windfarm-CC submitted an objection 
5. Craig Dhubh windfarm- no updates
6. SSE new pylon line- currently being surveyed near existing line
7. Other windfarm developments- Rogart CC to meet Lairg CC to discuss community benefit for Cleansaid. The proposed windfarm and battery storage at Fiag, with the access route through Rogart, is currently at the scoping stage. There are also three proposed sites for battery storage being investigated in Brora and Lairg.
8. Place plan-is underway, the survey has been completed and consultation workshops will be happening soon. 
9. Rogart Community Forum- local groups have met up to discuss the proposal and the financial agreement with SSE is in the process of being drawn up.
10. Community Benefit Funds-Gordonbush- Tracey Abrams has been appointed to the panel. Kilbruar is looking for applications for the next round of funding.
11. Rogart Development Trust-phase 2 at the Mart is nearing completion. Kilbruar has provided funding for a large curtain, seat cushions and additional lighting. Work on the community orchard will start in the autumn. Upcoming events are displayed on the notice board at the Mart.
12. The Hub-is going well, with good participation. Funding, unfortunately, finishes at the end of October. Future funding options are being considered. FR and MF to visit the Hub.
13. Newsletter-no update
14. Microgrants-one application 
15. Finance-CC has approximately £7000 of unrestricted and restricted funds
16. Roads issues-20mph limit will be lifted as compliance was not good enough. There are still concerns about speeding at Macdonald Place. CC to apply for funding for speed signs. Rumble strips suggested as another measure. Concerns about: the edge of the road falling away and potholes between Pittentrail and the Mound by the quarry, the lack of verge cutting (RG stated that the council policy is one cut a year), the lack of fencing on the right over the road leaving Pittentrail to the North, the need to check the Eiden road before use  by the pylon construction traffic, decking on the Eiden bridge, pothole below the railway bridge heading up to Inchcape.
17. Play park- concerns about the condition of the play equipment at the end of Corry View and at Corry Meadow. RG to confirm who is responsible for maintenance. Proposal for Corry Meadow equipment to be removed and new equipment to be installed at Corry View funded through the Community Council. RG to contact a council representative to move the project forward.
