3. Minutes from previous meeting- minor changes Playpark signage- KM to sort, GB fund is £48k. Minute approved by JH, seconded by KM.

4. Jubilee Tea.  Tree planted by Archie and Hugh. Good NT coverage on the event with 75 folks at the tea with dancers. FR to claim MG for expenses etc.

5. Rogart Gala. AMcH reported all went well, despite wind.  Not too bad financially. Same weekend next year.  FR stated it was well organized and a credit to the young folk organizing it.


6. Newsletter. There have been problems with a delay in its publication and some houses not receiving them e.g., Eiden etc. there is now an Editor vacancy. It requires collation of material rather that creating content. needed. 

7. Rogart Development Trust. JH reported the Mart and Green Room nearly finished. Loading bays will be the subject of a separate meeting as they are in disrepair. Grand Opening Mart scheduled for the beginning of August.
[bookmark: _Hlk112615777]Round Rogart Path signs up with some fencing remaining. KM walks popular. FR to get more maps to KM who had some discussions about extending into the forestry.
Swish sale was a successful fund raiser. 

8. Micro Grants. Buttons and Bows £375 for tops. Jubilee event to be submitted, also Gala.

9. [bookmark: _Hlk84188671]Windfarm developments. Kilbraur South has gone Court of Session on technicality. The new Reporter has been appointed, with the outcome on 27 August 22. It is a desktop review with no visits.  
Chleansaid RCC objected. Thanks to David Perry for identifying AILs and 626% increase in HGV                           loads through Rogart- max 195 trucks/day, an unacceptable situation. 
Turbine movements for Creag Rhiabhach have begun with no notice or consultation. (At least Chleansaid folk said they would consult with the village). 30 min delays at Mound are common. Need to demand proper consultation. There are vulnerable pedestrians and no formal crossings. RCC has asked for refuges and opportunities to pass in both directions in various planning submissions. RCC to contact Police Scotland.
10. Future Strategy. In the autumn we will start engaging with other communities to see what they have spent community funds on and via what vehicle. We have £75k from Gordonbush, a chance to bid for Kilbraur £140k, and substantial potential funds from Garvary and Chleansaid we need to ensure funds are well spent and looked after. There will be a community survey to canvass views.
