2.Declerations of interest: to be declared in each item
3.Minutes of previous meetings: 7/10/24 proposed CH 2nd RA

4.Finance: CC funds £10500, request for an unreserved figure in future
5.The Hub: funding is currently only available until the end of March, with help from the Ward Discretionary Fund. Projected running costs for the following 12 months are £8625, Dementia Friendly Scotland have agreed to fund £4000 for this. The value of the project was discussed and its importance recognized. FR proposed CC meets soon to discuss further. 
6. Place Plan: has been completed and one more invoice needs to be paid
7. SSE pylon line and substation: pylon consultation in the Hall 6th March. Planning for the substation was underway; FR expressed a conflict of interest and asked JH to respond.
8.Pollie Windfarm: a proposal for 13 x 200m turbines is being developed. Rogart is the host CC.
9.Acheilidh Windfarm: after objections from Highland Council there will be a public enquiry. Concern over its relevance as it has the potential to be overruled by Scottish Government as happened in Strath Oykel.
10.Other Windfarm Developments: planning permission open for a proposed new pylon line between Cleansaid and Dalchork. Cleansaid should be operational by 2027, Rogart CC to be involved in the traffic management plan.
11.Rogart Community Forum: some delay due to staff changes at SSE. Kirsty Partridge is the new SSE representative and would like to meet the CC. FR to organize. FR asked RG who at Highland Council could act for the forum if the CC was not active. RG suggested Ward Manager Fiona Richardson. 
12.Community Benefit Funds: Driving lessons-Kirsty Partridge has asked to pause payments to discuss suitability for fund support.
13.Micro Grants: 2x driving lessons, more information needed on one of them.
14.Roads issues: Davoch Bridge-bridge decking damage. Pavement outside shop-different levels causing trip hazards and water problems. White lining at Macdonald Place. Questions regarding changes to speed limits through the village. Pot holes- Eiden Road.
15.Play Park: plans are continuing. Question from Kate Roach-will funding be available from the Gordonbush Legacy Fund for the project. FR-to be confirmed when the funding is in place. Discussions over the site, access and replacing fencing. RG confirmed that fencing was Highland Councils responsibility.
16.Planning applications: Cleansaid powerline. Residential house and house site.
